Learning Objectives (related to standards, specific to your project)
1. Students will create their own zine.
2. Students will utilize artwork from the last project to incorporate into their book, encouraging them to apply outside sources to any art project.
3. Students will use their books to make a collage, take notes, brainstorm, or even record memories to look back on or to pass on to loved ones.
	Anticipatory Set:
A power point with pictures of handcrafted books and zines used for brainstorming or recording memories. Bring in some examples of books for students to look at and feel for themselves. 

	Big Idea:  
In the end, students will have a place to record memories, write notes, and brainstorm ideas that they will be able to look back on and remember this fun class. Possibly share their work, and the effort behind some work, with their loved ones, as well as memories they may have recorded into the book.

	Essential Question:  
How can we record our own history in a creative way? Are books only meant to have words? What kind of information can we pass on to future generations? How do life experiences influence the way you relate to art?

	Objective/Purpose: 
The purpose of this lesson is to, first, teach students how make a zine, and, second, teach them to bring their own knowledge, memories, and life experience and apply it to art. This project will also make it known that art is not only painting and sculpting, but crafting is an art form, and that art is everywhere, even the construction of the books we read in our every day lives. 

	Model: 
In this lesson I will model how to take the gelli prints from the previous project and use them as a front cover for our zines. I will also demonstrate how easily make a zine by stapling pages together. I may also demonstrate how to make a collage for students that may have never made one before.

	Check for Understanding: 
Remind students of the color wheel, ask students if they like the gelli prints they made, Ask students if they can explain to me what a zine is, Ask students what a collage is, and at the end of class maybe ask if any students have any ideas or plans to make future zines.

	Day 1
At the beginning of the class I may show a quick powerpoint of examples of handmade books using the sewn over tapes book binding method, and some pictures of the inside pages of some books similar to this project.

Physical examples of the books will be placed throughout the classroom for students to look at and physically touch. 

I will demonstrate how to staple the pages together to create a zine.
I will also briefly demonstrate how to glue a collage into the zine. 
(possibly go over color wheel for students to keep in mind when choosing pieces from their gellie prints for their collage)
	Day 1
Students will choose a couple of their previous gelli prints and will be creating a zine with their favorite gelli print as the cover.
Once students make their zine they get to create a collage using their gelli prints from the previous class with an important memory they have in mind while creating the collage.
At the end of class students will be asked to write about the important memory in their zines as homework.
